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Remarks on the 30th issue of Journal of TIIP

The Institute was established on March 1, 2009 as the Towa Intellectual Property
Research Institute, and since the first issue of its journal was published in December of the same
year, it has been publishing research results related to theory and practice that contribute to
advanced intellectual property management, and this issue marks the 30th issue.

During this time, the world’s political and economic situation has been in a state of
upheaval, and the need to examine intellectual property management from a diverse range of per-
spectives has become increasingly important. These perspectives include understanding the legal
systems of different countries, promoting industry-academia collaboration, innovation and busi-
ness strategy, responding to the global economy, intellectual property strategy and practice, non-
technical intellectual property management, and responding to Al, big data, and the IoT.
Intellectual property management is a field where strategic decision-making and practice intersect
in complex ways.

In Japan, in 2023, in light of the progress of digitization and internationalization, the
cabinet passed a bill to revise the Unfair Competition Prevention Act and other laws in order to
encourage the use of intellectual property by startups and small and medium-sized enterprises,
and in 2024, it was reported that the number of cases of import bans on fake brand goods
exceeded 30,000, the highest number ever, and in 2025, the government is considering making Al
developers joint inventors, in light of the current increase in inventions created using Al.

Against the backdrop of these changes in political and economic circumstances and
the trends in the examination and revision of intellectual property systems in various countries,
from this issue we have adopted a policy of introducing more diverse discussions from a wider
range of people, and we have received contributions from people with their own perspectives and
opinions, as well as useful information, such as trends in systems in various countries and regions,
introductions to recent court decisions, proposals for application strategies, and introductions to
law firms and patent firms.

We hope that this magazine will be useful for intellectual property management for
clients and intellectual property specialists in various countries.
